Storm Analysis
As of 8/28/2017 2300 CDT, water levels from Matagorda City, TX to Lake Charles, LA remain elevated by 1.2 to
11.3 feet. The highest water levels continue to be obeserved within Galveston Bay and the surrounding waterways,
ranging from 2.5 to 11.3 feet above normal tide levels. Water levels within Atchafalaya Bay and surrounding
waterways are currently at or near normal tide levels. Water levels at most locations south and west of Port O'Connor

have dropped significantly and are presently at or below normal tide levels.



Water levels in bays and associated waterways may include impacts from hydrological forces, including rainfall
runoff.

DISCUSSION AND 48-HOUR OUTLOOK

At 1000 PM CDT (0300 UTC), the center of Tropical Storm Harvey was located near latitude 28.2 North, longitude
95.3 West. Harvey is moving toward the east-southeast near 3 mph (6 km/h), and this motion is expected to continue
overnight. A turn toward the northeast and a continued slow forward speed are expected Tuesday and Tuesday night.
On the forecast track, the center of Harvey is expected to be just offshore of the middle and upper coasts of Texas
through Tuesday night, then move inland over the northwestern Gulf coast on Wednesday.

Maximum sustained winds are near 45 mph (75 km/h) with higher gusts. Little change in strength is forecast during
the next 48 hours.

Tropical-storm-force winds extend outward up to 175 miles (280 km) from the center. The National Ocean Service
automated station at the Matagorda Bay entrance recently reported sustained winds of 39 mph (63 km/h) and a wind
gust of 47 mph (76 km/h).

The estimated minimum central pressure is 997 mb (29.44 inches).

HAZARDS AFFECTING LAND

RAINFALL: Harvey is expected to produce additional rainfall accumulations of 10 to 20 inches through Thursday
over parts of the upper Texas coast into southwestern Louisiana. Isolated storm totals may reach 50 inches over the
upper Texas coast, including the Houston/Galveston metropolitan area. These rains are currently producing
catastrophic and life-threatening flooding over large portions of southeastern Texas and southwestern Louisiana. DO
NOT ATTEMPT TO TRAVEL IN THE AFFECTED AREA IF YOU ARE IN A SAFE PLACE. DO NOT DRIVE

Elsewhere, Harvey is expected to produce total rain accumulations of 5 to 15 inches farther east across south-central
Louisiana. Rainfall amounts of 5 to 10 inches are expected in southeast Louisiana and coastal Mississippi and
